NOTES FOR YOUR CONSIDERATION PLEASE
1.  We withdraw nothing from previous correspondence sent in on this application.

2. Cumulative effects PPG8 para14. Some cumulative effect will be a legitimate ground for refusal of the application.

3.  Both the Sunday Telegraph (September 11th 2005) and the Daily Mail (12th Sept 05) 
carried reports that the Health Protection Agency  will follow Sweden to acknowledge that people can suffer from exposure to elecromagnetic fields and that this condition is not psychosomatic, as previously  thought by all except those who suffer from it.
Sweden recognised this as a physical impairment in 2000. About 300,000 people in Sweden suffer from electro-magnetic hypersensitivity (EHF). The figure in the UK is said to be far higher, taking into account relative populations, it would seem that 2 to 3 million are sufferers in the UK.
There are a number of people in Elizabeth House who suffer the classic symptoms Of EHF, such as headaches, nausea,, disturbed sleep, tiredness/fatigue, low energy, memory loss, inability to concentrate, finding it difficult to shake off colds or flu.  Others on the top floor have more severe symptoms.

4 Health Considerations and the Harrowgate Judgement. The wording of the Harrogate decision was that health could be considered only in exceptional circumstances and the circumstances merited to be exceptional were not clarified.  It is our opinion that Elizabeth House is an" exceptional circumstance" and we invite the Inspector to talk to those of us who are unwell since masts were put on the roof.
We respectfully ask that you consider the following points:

1.  The proposed additional equipment, taken together with the existing equipment sited on the building, would be detrimental to the residential amenities of the occupiers of Elizabeth House and to the amenities of persons within the surrounding area by reason of public concern regarding the potential health effects associated with telecommunications development, thereby conflicting with the advice contained within Planning Policy Guidance Note 8 (Telecommunications).

2. There is considerably noise nuisance on the upper floors of Elizabeth House.  The "hum" associated with these masts and other factors to do with the cabinets and cables, which give residents in upper floors no peace day or night.  While the constant noise, and the levels of it, may not be something for the local planning authority or the Inspectorate to consider, this disturbance impacts upon the deterioration of amenity and well-being of some of the residents and should therefore be considered along with other factors.
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
