Mast Sanity has advised and supported these residents because many of them are affected by the classic mast sickness symptoms associated with microwave EHF radiation, due to the accumulation of masts on the roof of this 15 floor tower block. This block of flats is not the only one in the UK to be affected in this way.

It is becoming somewhat of a national scandal that so many people are unwell in this country around this technology, and that this sickness is ignored by Government bodies and NHS staff, due to Government directives.
