Dear Mr. Prescott,

I thank Waheed Pall for his replies to my letters of 7th Oct. and 16th Nov. I would like to point put that I am neither a customer of yours or of Waheed Pall’s, I am a member of the Electorate and an unpaid representative of and for local residents (suffering from the symptoms mentioned below) to whom you and the rest of the government plus our ‘protective’ agencies have responsibilities – we do not ‘buy’ anything from you, our money pays you to attend to our needs and you owe us:-.

A)  A duty of care. 

 The government is not exercising a duty of care, but is ignoring the symptoms suffered year in and year out by people living in close proximity to many mobile ‘phone masts in spite of the fact that:- The same symptoms are found:- 

1) -wherever microwave and pulsed non-thermal emissions (EMR) from these masts have effects;

2) -were experienced in the US Embassy in Moscow in the 1960s and ‘70s when the American government denied the effects exactly as our present government is doing, in spite of the proven effects;

3) -have been  found in America since the proliferation of electronic equipment designed to protect the country from

 outside attack. (See ‘The Zapping of America’ by Paul Brodeur)

4) -are experienced not only in England, Scotland, Wales and Ireland but throughout the world – including, now, the third world and were first found by Russian scientists in the 1930s!

People in Kensworth and elsewhere no longer merely have concerns – they are also suffering from symptoms!:-

1)Chronic insomnia and headaches. 2) Itching, sore, bloodshot eyes (Ambassador Walter J. Stoessell suffered this in USA embassy in Moscow in the presence of microwave and non-thermal emissions during the 1950 –60s and 70s).  3)Earache, tinnitus and hearing loss. 4) Ulcerated mouths and throats; 5) Vertigo and nausea; 6) Nosebleeds, strokes and heart attacks. 7) Inexplicably raised white blood cell count –a symptom of leukaemia (40% raised white blood cell count also suffered by many staff in the American Embassy where Ambassador Stoessell contracted a ‘leukaemia-like disease’ and eventually died of it.) etc.etc.

Along with the proliferation of masts has gone:-

1) An increase in childhood leukaemia.

2) An increase in cases of cancer, in particular cancer of the mouth (at the moment attributed to alcoholism).  

 
B) To carry out our wishes.

You ignore our appeals to have scientific tests carried out where these symptoms are present - i.e. in the houses where the effects are felt. The particular effect of terrain upon emissions and orientation of masts to dwellings cannot easily be reproduced in a laboratory. 

As Deputy Prime Minister you have the power - please, to appoint scientists to carry out tests in the homes affected by these emissions – in particular where the worst effects are felt (e.g. by 3g masts, Tetra and masts with multiple antennas). Mast Sanity (for the sane positioning of masts) has a long list of people worst affected; e.g.after a 3Gmast was added to a gantry near their home the emissions became so concentrated that one couple were both knocked unconscious by the effects and came round to find that the iron dropped by the wife when she fell had burnt a hole in the carpet. Driven from their home by the painful symptoms, they found freedom from pain in the Malvern Hills. Their old house still remains empty. 

Tests carried out in Schwarzenburg in the 1990s proved that EMR emissions from a transmitter were causing these effects and the transmitter was de-activated. As that is the case, I am sure we have the technology to carry out tests in the 2000s!

Incidentally, both Orange Mobile ‘phone Company and South Beds District Council tell me that the ‘buck’ stops at Central government, so kindly do not refer me to South Beds again. Do you not agree that it is wrong to leave people to suffer these symptoms? Please let me know what you propose to do about this appalling situation.
